Schools - high school, middle school and elementary school students can be involved in invasive plant removal, planting of natives, doing trail 
maintenance and other natural area restoration tasks.   Teachers are often eager to get their students outside and learning about the environment 
in a hands-on atmosphere.  May schools now mandate students to complete community service hours each month.  Works best with an educator 
leading groups.  

Sgt. Skeels oversees 14 crews of eight inmates each, who do everything from laundry to landscaping, litter removal to illegal dumpsite clean up, painting to carpentry.  The 
inmates perform both contracted fee for service work and free community service.  The work performed is usually work that woulldn't otherwise get done due to tight 

budgets or because it is work no one else wants to do.
